The parable of the wealthy young man was important 

enough in the early church that it is told three times, in 

each of the Synoptic Gospels.  “Good teacher,” he asks, 

“what must I do to inherit eternal life?”  Though we are 

tempted to interpret that question simply as “how do I 

make sure I go to heaven” I believe that a more whole-

hearted reading of this would be something like: 

“Teacher, how do I experience the change of heart that 

you proclaim? How do I learn to live in peace now, 

while looking forward to the eternal life that you 

promise? 

Keeping the commandments was no problem for this 

young man. He had done so his whole life. Yet when 

Jesus answers, “Sell all you own, give it away, and fol-

low me,” the wealthy young man is heartbroken. His 

worldly possessions have a hold on him, and he knows 

it. He walks away grieving. He liked the sound of eter-

nal life yet was unwilling to release his grasp on the 

trinkets of his life.  

I notice two movements in Jesus’ answer: let go of the 

things you treasure (possessions and wealth) and fol-

low me. The two are equally important. If we cannot let 

go of money’s hold over us, then we are not free to fol-

low Jesus. Likewise, if we are not ready to follow Jesus, 

then there doesn’t seem to be much point in giving 

generously.  

But ours, thanks be to God, is a different path from 

that of this wealthy young man. We are invited to a life 

of abundance and joy, a life filled with the blessings 

and love of God that is itself a vision of the eternal life.

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But what is asked of us in return?  That we give 

away what we have – letting go of all those cling-

ing things that would hold onto our hearts – and 

follow Jesus with all that we are 

and all that we have.   This is the 

very heart of transformation. 

This month we will be celebrating 

the blessings of Jesus’ invitation to 

us: to be made free from the trap-

pings of wealth and status and pos-

sessions and to follow him whole-

heartedly.  Far from being a chore, 

I believe that the season of the year 

when we most intentionally speak of money is a 

time of remarkably fertile growth.  This is a time 

to celebrate the blessing of community and the 

unique gift of St. Andrew’s. It’s a time for each 

one of us to prayerfully “check in” with God, to 

see where we are on this journey of growth and 

transformation. 

This is a time to respond, with our whole being, 

to Jesus’ call to follow him.  

Though money is the matter at hand (and we 

must speak of money, for that’s exactly what Je-

sus did), the core reason for generosity is disci-

pleship. Jesus doesn’t want your money…he de-

sires your heart. Yet time and time again, the 

parables of Jesus reveal money’s remarkable 

way of keeping us from living and loving whole-

heartedly.  That’s why his words to the wealthy 

young man were so challenging, yet also so in-

sightful. 

Charles R. Lane writes that he has found “that 

the most effective way to break the power of 

money is to give it away – to give it away gener-

ously, to give it away in a manner that the world 

would describe as reckless.” What he describes 

as reckless I would say reflects the heart of a 

transformed human being – something that the 

world will always see in the light of fool-

ishness. Yet we know that the gift of dis-

cipleship is far richer than any material 

goods we might have. As we are trans-

formed by our giving, we become the 

Body of Christ.  

To be transformed by our giving is to 

bear brighter witness to the love of Je-

sus.  Richard Rohr reminds us, 

“Transformed people transform peo-

ple.”  

As the spiritual life is about an ever-growing 

sense of discipleship, I firmly believe that we 

should all strive to grow in our giving our whole 

lives long. There are certainly times when that is 

not possible, but for most of us, most if the time, 

I find that it is. Certainly, this is important to the 

vitality of the church’s ministry. But it’s the 

heart, transformed by generous giving, that real-

ly matters. That is the  true center of a spiritually 

vibrant church.  

Our stewardship team has done wonderful work 

over the past six months to prepare for a joyful 

stewardship season, rooted in deepening fellow-

ship and faith.  For members of a church, a stew-

ardship season is both private and communal. It 

is private in that each of us is called to discern 

with God what we give. Yet it is a community 

effort as well: to be the Body of Christ is to be 

willing to talk about money, and the ways that 

generosity empowers our discipleship. During 

September there will be five gatherings where 

we’ll come together to talk about the gift that 

this church has been to us, and how we can con-
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tinue to lift it up. Choose any one to attend, but 

please do join us for these fellowship opportunities.

I invite you into a season of rich discernment and 

growth, and hope you will continue to strive to fol-

low Jesus with all that you are, and all that you have.

     Generous giving may be the most basic stewardship value.  We just naturally expect that a 

stewardship campaign will be asking for generous giving. That request is for “generosity from 

you.” 

     What then is “generosity for you?”  Consider the characteristics of a follower of Jesus that we 

strive to cultivate in ourselves as we struggle to see more clearly, love more dearly, follow more 

nearly.  Surely we can see that the Christian who is generous with time, talent and finances, who 

has a generous heart, will walk more closely with Jesus.  We all hope to feel that generous heart 

within us.  That hope is for “generosity for you.” 

     Here are a few ways St. Andrew’s can be helpful during the Pledge Campaign season with your 

personal goal of cultivating generosity.   

     First, stewardship campaign materials.  Yours will be available at worship services on Septem-

ber 10, or by mail if you can’t attend that day.

Anglicanism 101 in the fall                         

(aka Adult Confirmation Class) 

Do you wish to be confirmed by Bishop Anne 

Hodges-Copple when she visits St. Andrew’s on 

November 12? We’ll offer an adult confirmation 

class on Wednesday evenings, October 11-

November 8, to prepare you for confirmation. This 

is a class offered also for those who wish to be re-

ceived (for Roman Catholics and Lutherans from 

the ELCA synod), for those wishing to renew their 

baptismal vows, and for anyone who wishes to 

learn more about our church. 

Confirmation is an important part of being an 

Episcopalian. While not necessary for member-

ship, our canons state that it is expected that adult 

Episcopalians will make a mature commitment to 

the vows made in baptism (often on their behalf) 

through the sacramental rite of confirmation.  The 

class itself is a great way to learn about this rich 

tradition, while the service of Confirmation con-

nects us sacramentally to the continuity of our 

faith that flows back to the days of the early 

church. 

The class will explore Anglican belief, history, lit-

urgy, spirituality and practice, and will be led by 

The Rev. Bernard J. Owens, The Rev. Leon Spen-

cer,  The Rev. Trisha deBeer and Marcia Moore.

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Pew Changes in the Sanctuary 

As most of you have seen by now, we shortened a number of pews in the sanctuary to better accom-

modate those with mobility challenges. The choice of pews was recommended by Phil Keister of Tise-

Keister Architects, a firm with a wealth of church-construction projects, and the work was expertly 

done by Southeast Church Furniture, a group that specializes in the construction and renovation of 

church pews.  

The Vestry and Site Planning team felt that this was a necessary improvement, and that there was no 

need to wait. We have now made our sanctuary much more accessible for everyone. Twelve pews 

were shortened, allowing for six wheelchair spaces, as well as opening up space in the Nave for easier 

movement towards the main doors. 

You might be wondering, though, why we chose the pews and locations that we did, so hopefully 

these questions and answers will give some explanation: 

How did we decide which pews were to be shortened?  

We went with the architect’s suggestion, knowing that his design balanced both function and aes-

thetics. Tise-Keister does this kind of work all the time, and we trust their expertise. 

Do we need so many spaces? 

We believe that we do. Again, this was the architect’s recommendation, based on the size of our 

church building and congregational need. On a special service such as Easter Sunday or a large fu-

neral, we could easily have four to six people in need of special accommodations.  We also felt that 

variety was important:  folks in wheelchairs deserve as many choices in where they sit as others do. 

Why are there two spaces in the front on the outside aisles, instead of the inside? 

This was to accommodate the needs of families at weddings and funerals, which often involve older 

family members who wish to sit with their extended families. Yet the custom of St. Andrew’s during 

both weddings and funerals is to have seating on the aisle for immediate family, so we left that part 

of the pew intact.  

This is an exciting moment for St. Andrew’s as we can say even more boldly than before that this is a 

house of prayer for all people.  It is a change, and change can be tricky when it involves something 

that is so sacred to us. Yet we know that God is always up to new things, and I believe that this im-

provement both honors this beloved space while finding new meaning in its design.
